Executive Director DeHaven directed members to the list of consent items from the 
various boards of the PRWC. He stated in order to streamline the meeting all the 
consent items had been combine on the regular board consent agenda. He then 
asked Mr. de la Parte to explained how this works under the governing agreement. 

Ed de la Parte (PRWC legal counsel) stated the rational was that if there was a 
unanimous vote on the consent agenda that satisfied the voting requirements for all 
the various project boards. If the vote was not unanimous then the item could be 
pulled out and heard by that specific project board. 

Chair Lindsey added if any member wanted to pull a consent agenda item and go 
into more detail they could. 

Motion to approve consent agenda made by Vice Chair Mutz, seconded by Vice Mayor 
Dearmin. Motion was unanimously approved.

H. Southeast Wellfield Project Board of Directors Items 

H.1. Communication and outreach strategies for the Southeast Wellfield Project 
(Information Item) 

Executive Director DeHaven introduced Andy Orrell, a Strategic Communications 
and Marketing Specialist with TeamOne/Valerin Group who would be presenting the 
communication and outreach strategy. 

Andy Orrell (TeamOne/Valerin) explained the communications plan created for 
PRWC. He covered the website, public response, media outreach, public meetings 
and other avenues to educate the community on PRWC projects. The prior 
communication plan ends in 2023 and they have been working with PRWC 
leadership and SWFWMD to create the next three-year plan. [slides] 

Chair Lindsey asked Mr. Orrell how he would characterize the general public 
interface since he helped facilitate the two recent public hearings. 

Mr. Orrell replied it went well. Currently, at this stage a lot of education was going 
on in the community because there was not as much of a penetration of the brand 
as they would like. Many people coming to the meetings had a misconception of 
what the project was and what they were trying to do. But everyone who came out 
of the meetings felt like they were more educated and excited about what the projects 
were trying to accomplish. 

H.2. Update on 60% design for the Southeast Wellfield (Information Item) 

Mark Addison (Southeast Wellfield PM) provided an update on the design. He 
stated the intent was to make this a recurring item to keep the board abreast of the 
latest developments on the project. Mr. Addison reviewed individual items related to 
the project such as the production wells, injecting well (IW-1), water production 
facility, transmission mains, land acquisition and permitting. [slides] 

H.3. Approve the Agreement with Youngquist Brothers Drilling, LLC for construction of 
the Southeast Wellfield Injection Well #1 (ACTION ITEM) 

Mr. Addison explained the IW-1 background, bid process, drilling costs and 
construction duration. [slides] 
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Motion to approve Agreement with Youngquist Brothers Drilling, LLC made by 
Commissioner Githens, seconded by Vice Mayor Dearmin. Motion was unanimously 
approved. 

H.4. TeamOne Notice to Proceed for the 90% design service for the Southeast Wellfield 
Project (Information Item) 

Mr. Addison recapped change order #4 for TeamOne. He also provided the 
updated schedule and cost summary. [slides] 

H.5. Approve the Selection Committee recommendation to authorize staff to enter into 
contract negotiations with US Water Service Corporation/ACCIONA Agua 
Corporation Joint Ventures to provide Third Part Operator (TPO) Services for the 
Southeast Wellfield Project – Phase I and West Polk Lower Floridan Aquifer Project 
– Phase I (ACTION ITEM) 

Tom Mattiacci (Consultant) stated on July 13, 2022 the SEWF Board and the 
WPLFA Board authorized staff to work with the City of Lakeland to procure third-
party operator services. Specifications were put out on November 14, 2022 and due 
back December 14, 2022. The selection committee was the same one used for 
CMAR with a few substitutions (Joe Costine – City of Lakeland, John Dixon – City of 
Auburndale, Mark Addison – Polk County, Tony McKenley – City of Bartow, Gary 
Hubbard – City of Winter Haven, Ryan Leavengood – City of Lake Alfred and Eric 
DeHaven – PRWC Executive Director). The selection committee met on January 23, 
2023 to review the proposals from the two applicants. They conducted interviews 
and evaluations on March 3, 2023 and selected US Water/ACCIONA – Joint Venture. 

Motion to approve contract negotiations made by Commissioner Githens, seconded by 
Vice Mayor Dearmin. Motion was unanimously approved. 

H.6. Truist Funding Proposal (Information Item) 

Executive Director DeHaven introduced Alex Bugallo the Director of Municipal 
Finance with RBC Capital Markets. Mr. Bugallo would be providing an overview of 
a funding proposal PRWC received from Truist. 

Alex Bugallo (RBC Capital Markets) explained the Truist proposal for a tax-exempt 
loan. He also compared multiple scenario assumptions asserting potential benefits 
for each. [slides] 

Chair Lindsey stated he questioned if since this was an unsolicited proposal, they 
had an obligation to give others the opportunity to provide a proposal. He was 
advised by Mr. de la Parte it was not necessary and asked him to explain. 

Mr. de la Parte explained this does not fall within the categories that would require 
the PRWC to publish it in receipt of an unsolicited proposal. 

Chair Lindsey commented it was exciting and one more element of validation for 
the co-op to know the various sources of revenue, borrowing, credit lines, state and 
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Heartland Waters funding would not have been available to an individual Utility 
System. 

Joe LaCascia asked about the opportunities in the future to request the Truist reset. 

Chair Lindsey replied the reset was with WIFIA. The rate was fixed with an option 
if no draws were made in the three to five-year period and rates go down to reset the 
rate. If the rates go up our fixed rate would remain. 

Joe LaCascia asked if there were any prepayment penalties. 

Chair Lindsey responded that WIFIA was the only source of the magnitude needed 
and the rate was set. However, if the rates go down there was the option to reset at 
the new lower rate – as long as it was not activated. He informed members that no 
action would be taken until the preliminary steps were in place. 

Executive Director DeHaven said that Mr. Bugallo and he were available to speak 
to individual groups if they let him know. This was presented to help members 
become accustom with it and offer to answer questions to make sure everyone was 
comfortable. He added, another key issue that emerged was how important it was 
to close on the WIFIA loan sooner rather than later. Obviously, one primary reason 
would be to keep the rate from climbing. The FED has planned to meet again and a 
potential rate increase would impact us. He proposed a special meeting on April 26, 
2023 be called to first close on the WIFIA loan, followed by closing on the Truist loan. 
Amendments would be needed to the Master Bond Resolution to match the terms of 
both these loans. Finally, in order for the PRWC to invest the proceeds from the 
Truist loan in an appropriate manner an investment policy would need to be in place. 
He stated that Mr. de la Parte would discuss the investment policy in the next item. 
Concluding he asked member to verify the meeting date worked. 

Chair Lindsey stated the WIFIA loan would close but draws would not start until 
needed. He added, potentially there maybe legislative items coming out of Tallassee 
that could preclude or modify the some of this process. So having a quorum here on 
April 26th was imperative. 

Executive Director DeHaven said he would send an email out to verify members 
attendance and their alternates. 

Chair Lindsey stated the updated alternate list was needed from everybody. 

Commissioner Fellow remarked that one of the attractions of the WIFIA loan was 
that it would not have be paid back until they started pumping water. He asked when 
this loan would need to start being paid back. 

Chair Lindsey responded it would be paid back with the first draw from the WIFIA 
loans. 

Vice Chair Mutz explained it represented a frontend savings opportunity that was 
capped at the rate of the WIFIA lock but could benefit us with a lower rate if rates 
drop. There was no downside – just a savings opportunity. 
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H.7. PRWC Investment Policy (Information Item) 

Mr. de la Parte said this was a draft Investment Policy for the PRWC members and 
staff to review. He referenced the presentation on the Truist loan that involved 
investing those available funds. Pursuant to the statute which is Section 218.415 an 
Investment Policy would need to be created in order to invest. He had prepared an 
Investment Policy based on information collected from the County Clerk’s Office, the 
City of Lakeland, the City of Winter Haven and from independent special districts 
such as Toho Water Authority, Peace River Regional Manasota Water Authority, 
Tampa Bay Water and Water Management District. Mr. de la Parte took what was 
common to those documents and created a draft. This provided a framework for 
member’s staff to use with the help of the PRWC investment advisors. The Truist 
loan, WIFIA loan and other loans require reserve accounts and coverage for those 
loans. That would create money in certain funds that would be used as security for 
those other loans which the proposed policy also covered. He concluded that the 
document was 35 pages long and should be similar to members own finance 
department investment policies. 

Chair Lindsey added it was importance for member to share this with their staff 
and direct any comments or questions to Mr. de la Parte. 

H.8. Status of land acquisition activities for the Southeast Wellfield and adopt Resolution 
2023-05 amending Resolution 2022-12 approving land acquisition process for the 
Southeast Wellfield Project (ACTION ITEM) 

Executive Director DeHaven recapped the land acquisition updates and listed the 
land executive committee (Chair Lindsey, Mayor Pro-Tem Birdsong and Mayor 
Githens with alternate Vice Mayor Cowie). He provided a review of the land 
acquisition process and requested an update to the resolution passed last year 
(2023-05). He then introduced Mr. Wade Brown, the president and CEO of American 
Acquisition Group, LLC and under the TeamOne umbrella. Mr. Brown was the 
acquisition expert in the process of acquiring easements for the transmission line 
and the other facilities needed for the projects. [slide] 

Wade Brown (American Acquisition) explained the process for easement 
acquisition. The approval process by the Executive Director, the Committee or the 
Board would occur for those settlements above appraised value. Those 
unsuccessful in negotiations would proceed to condemnation action being filed 
through eminent domain. The approval thresholds previously approved by the board 
were presented. An example of the justification form used to outline the property 
facts was detailed. Mr. Brown stated that attorney fees were set by statute while 
other cost/fees would have to be reviewed to determine if they were reasonable. He 
added, those fees could not be known because of the complexity of the appraisal 
reports and any other experts the owner may retain. They would fluctuate based on 
different factors but those would be presented to the board with recommendations to 
accept based on negotiations with the experts – if those fees were reasonable. In 
addition to those costs, easement impacts requiring a resident or business 
displacement were not anticipated. Federal compliance would require payment of 
relocation costs as mandated under Uniform Relocation Act in the rare instance it 
would occur and those costs would come before the board. [slides] 
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Executive Director DeHaven stated the changes being recommended were to add 
cost thresholds for the expense items to the resolution. The original thresholds and 
the new cost thresholds for the Executive Director, Executive Committee and the 
Board were presented. [slide] 

Motion to approve Resolution 2023-05 made by Vice Chair Mutz, seconded by Mayor 
Kehoe. Motion was unanimously approved. 

H.9. Adopt Resolution 2023-06 Project Resolution of Necessity approving the Southeast 
Lower Floridan Water Production Facility and Southeast Transmission Lines Project 
(ACTION ITEM) 

Mr. Addison provided an update on the Acquisition Process. Negotiations were 
underway for the purchase of several properties. A location was being sought for 
Well Site #11. The negotiation with a Lake Wales property owner effecting ~27,000 
linear feet (over 5 miles of 30” and 42” transmission mains) were ongoing. He 
described the Route Evaluation Process and provided an overview of the selected 
pipeline route. Mr. Addison concluded with an overview of each route section of the 
pipeline. [slides] 

Motion to approve Resolution 2023-06 made by Mayor Pro-Tem Birdsong, seconded by 
Mayor Githens. Motion was unanimously approved. 

H.10. Adopt Resolution 2023-07 Project Resolution of Necessity to acquire specified 
parcels to implement the Southeast Lower Floridan Aquifer Water Production 
Facility and Southeast Transmission Lines Project (ACTION ITEM) 

Mr. Addison explained that the Resolution authorized the cooperative to proceed 
with the acquisition of easements for certain parcels needed to construct the raw 
water and finished water transmission mains approved in Resolution 2023-06. This 
would likely be the first of several parcel resolutions brought to the Board as the 
design acquisition process proceeded. He presented the five parcels that were the 
subject of this resolution and their location (West of Boy Scout Camp Road and East 
of Mammoth Grove Road) which was an area consisting mostly of citrus groves. 
The finished water transmission line in this segment would be 42” in diameter. He 
explained the easement requirements for this size main varied depending on several 
factors including availability of adjacent right-of-way. Generally, they were 30-40 
feet in width for permanent easements and 10-20 feet in width for temporary 
construction easements. [slides] 

Motion to approve Resolution 2023-07 made by Vice Chair Mutz, seconded by Mayor 
Kehoe. Motion was unanimously approved.

Vice Chair Mutz stated likewise this item was previously presented by Mr. Mattiacci 
and discussed under the Southeast BOD. 

Motion to approve contract negotiations made by Chair Lindsey, seconded by Vice Mayor 
Cowie. Motion was unanimously approved. 

Recess West Polk Board of Directors Meeting / Commence Regular Board of 
Directors Meeting at 2:55 P.M. 

J. Open Discussion 

Vice Chair Mutz said one of the bittersweet moments for the City of Lakeland was that 
this was the last meeting for the Water/Wastewater Director Bill Anderson. He had been 
a proponent and contributor to this entire process along the way. He added that David 
Bayhan would be filling in. Mr. Mutz wanted to thank Mr. Anderson for his service. 

Chair Lindsey thanked Mr. Anderson for his leadership in this process. 

K. Chair / Executive Director Comments 

Chair Lindsey recognized Mr. Birdsong’s birthday. 

Executive Director DeHaven reminded the governments of Dundee, Haines City, 
Lakeland and Polk County that they needed to finish their Guarantee Agreements for the 
SRF Combined Projects Loan Amendment approved in the last meeting. These were for 
the test production wells. Mr. Mattiacci would need an official copy emailed to him once 
they were approved. He added it would be ideal if the Agreements could be returned by 
Mid-April.

A. Call to Order 

Meeting called to order by Chair Lindsey at 2:01 PM. 
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Mayor Githens asked if once the loan closed it would be in effect until the draws 
start and after. 

Mr. Beltran replied the rate he quoted with the variations between now and the close 
date would be locked and not change. The upside was if the rate reset was taken 
there would be a lower rate and more savings. If the rate reset was not taken the 
guaranteed rate locked in at closing remained. 

Motion to approve Resolution 2023-10 made by Mayor Githens, seconded by Vice 
Mayor Cowie. Motion was unanimously approved. 

H.3. Adopt Resolution 2023-11 to Approve the Truist Loan (ACTION ITEM) 

Alex Bugallo (RBC Capital Markets) stated this was a continuation of the presentation 
from the March meeting which authorized the negotiation of the interim financing terms 
with Truist. The agreement was reached and the updated term sheet from Truist was 
received. He stated the rate was lower rate as rates had come down. Comparative 
assumption scenarios for the WIFIA and Truist loans were presented. [slides] 

Mayor Githens asked how there was a 3.55% loan rate and a 3.55% earnings rate. 

Mr. Bugallo responded the reason was the 3.55% on the loan was a tax-exempt rate 
because it was qualified as a public purpose project. The 3.55% on the construction 
fund can actually be invested in taxable securities with the opportunity to earn even 
higher. The issue was to avoid the IRS regulations that deal with positive arbitrage. 
When people borrow on a tax-exempt basis the federal government does not like them 
to earn more than what they borrow at. 

Motion to approve Resolution 2023-11 made by Mayor Githens, seconded by Mayor

On May 1, 2022, the 
Contract Employee assumed his duties as Executive Director/Project Administrator. Section 4 of the 
Employment Agreement establishes a base salary for the Contract Employee of $115,00, payable on 
a monthly or biweekly basis. The Employment Agreement also provides that the Cooperative shall 
evaluate a potential adjustment of the Contract Employee’s salary on an annual basis, beginning on 
May 2, 2023. 

Following the Cooperative’s April 26, 2023 board meeting, the Board Chair, Commissioner Lindsay 
and the Contract Employee met to discuss the Contract Employee’s performance and base salary. 
Following that meeting the Board Chair has decided to recommend to the Board of Directors a five 
(5%) increase to the Contract Employee’s salary based on the Contract Employee’s exemplary 
performance over the past year regarding complicated matters critical to the future of the 
Cooperative. This would increase the Contract Employee’s base salary to $120,750. 

I was directed by the Board Chair to prepare a contract amendment approving a five (5%) percent 
increase, which is attached to this memorandum.

This agenda item will present a simple dashboard that will allow the Board of Directors to track the 
financial activity for each element on a regular basis. This includes, but not limited to, total grants, 
total loans, member contributions and expenditures to date. The dashboard will be provided at the 
January, May, and September meetings and will present the most recent data available. Staff 
request feedback on the tool.

SUBJECT 
Modifications to Southwest Florida Water Management District (SWFWMD) Cooperative Funding 

Agreements for Peace River (Q133) and Peace Creek (N928) - Information Item 

DESCRIPTION 

The Peace Creek Integrated Water Supply Plan (N928) is an alternative water supply feasibility 
project co-funded by the SWFWMD in FY2017 consisting of several tasks including preliminary 
design and third-party review. The total budget of the project was $1,980,250 with the SWFWMD 
providing 50% funding. In July 2021, the PRWC completed the draft preliminary design report and 
provided it as a contract deliverable to the SWFWMD. The report outlined an option to divert surface 
water to a treatment wetland system and aquifer recharge facility to provide 5.8 MGD in long-term 
average capacity for aquifer recharge and groundwater credits. 

Similarly, The Peace River/Land Use Transition Project (Q133) is a second alternative water supply 
feasibility project funded in FY2019 consisting of several tasks including a concept plan and third-
party review. The total budget of the project was $961,000 with the SWFWMD providing 50% 
funding. In May 2022, the PRWC completed a draft report for the project and provided it as a 
deliverable to the SWFWMD. The report included a conceptual plan for a surface water intake and 
water treatment facility on the Peace River south of Fort Meade. The project was projected to have 
an 18 MGD supply capacity. 

Concurrent with the PRWC implementing these projects and providing the draft reports, the 
SWFWMD commenced the reevaluation of minimum flows for the Upper Peace River. The 
SWFWMD expects to complete and adopt by rule the revised minimum flows in 2025. Preliminary 
analysis by the SWFWMD, provided to the PRWC in March 2022, indicates that permittable surface 
water withdrawal quantities available from the Peace Creek and Peace River are less than the 
quantities identified in the draft conceptual reports for the two projects. 

Due to the District’s preliminary evaluation of surface water availability constrained by the initial 
minimum flow analysis, the SWFWMD has indicated that they are not willing to move forward with 
several project tasks associated with both projects (Q133 and N928), including the third-party 
reviews. The SWFWMD has acknowledged that lesser surface water quantities may be available in 
a cost-effective manner for these projects but a third-party review is now considered to be premature 
until final minimum flows are developed in 2025. 

TeamOne and PRWC staff have evaluated the SWFWMD preliminary analysis associated with the 
minimum flow establishment and generally agree that completion of the final tasks associated with 
both projects, including the third-party review, is premature at this point. The conceptual plans 
developed for the projects will likely need modification and cost opinions would have little value until 
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Agenda Item G.1. 5/17/2023 

the SWFWMD has completed the reevaluation of the minimum flow. While these surface water 
projects are important components of meeting long-term water supply needs and will need to be 
revisited in the future, the PRWC is focused now on developing the Southeast and West Polk 
Projects to meet member needs for the next 20 years. 

The SWFWMD will take the two surface water project agreements to its May Governing Board with a 
recommendation to amend the two funding agreements as discussed above 

RECOMMENDATION 

This item is for the Boards information and no action is required. This will be an action item for the 
Board at the July BOD meeting once the SWFWMD provides the PRWC contract amendments to the 
projects. 

FISCAL IMPACT 

Eliminating the third-party review task and other associated tasks from the Peace River project 
(Q133) will reduce the contract cost by $75,300 (50/50 savings). Eliminating the third-party review 
task and other associated tasks from the Peace Creek project will reduce the contract cost by 
$766,136.52 (50/50 savings). The costs associated with the Peace Creek project are much greater 
due to the removal of an integrated water supply plan task and easement/permitting report task. The 
SWFWMD will recommend to its Board that the funds saved from these projects be returned to Polk 
Partnership Fund where it can be used by the PRWC for the Southeast and West Polk Wellfield 
projects.

PARCEL RESOLUTION OF NECESSITY TO ACQUIRE CERTAIN SPECIFIED PARCELS 
TO IMPLEMENT 

THE SOUTHEAST LOWER FLORIDAN AQUIFER WATER PRODUCTION FACILITY AND 
SOUTHEAST TRANSMISSION LINE PROJECTS 

The Polk Regional Water Cooperative (“Cooperative”), created pursuant to Section 
373.713, Florida Statutes, and an Interlocal Agreement pursuant to Section 163.01, Florida 
Statutes, in lawful session and in regular order of business properly presented, finds that: 

WHEREAS, the Cooperative as an independent special district created pursuant to 
Chapter 189, Section 373.713, Florida Statutes and an Interlocal Agreement entered into on June 
1, 2016 pursuant to Section 163.01, Florida Statutes by Polk County and 15 municipalities within 
Polk County (the “Interlocal Agreement”) for the purpose of developing AWS projects to meet 
the future potable water needs of the citizens of Polk County; and 

WHEREAS, in April 2021, the Cooperative and 15 of its member governments entered into 
the Implementation Agreement for the Southeast Wellfield, which obligates the Cooperative to 
construct and operate the Southeast Wellfield Project to supply the participating member 
governments 15.15 million gallons a day of potable water by 2045 (the “Implementation 
Agreement”); and 

WHEREAS, the Southeast Wellfield Project consists of the Southeast Lower Floridan 
Aquifer Water Production Facility (“SELFA WPF”) and the Southeast Transmission Main (“SETM”); 
and 

WHEREAS, the Cooperative is in the process of constructing the first phase of the SELFA 
WPF, which consists of a 5 raw water wells, approximately 10 miles of raw water transmission 
line and a water treatment plant capable of producing 7.5 million gallons a day of high quality 
potable water and the SETM, which consists of approximately 61 miles of water transmission 
pipeline to deliver the finished water from the water treatment plant to the project participants 
for use in their water service areas; and 

WHEREAS, pursuant to Cooperative Resolution 2023-05 the Cooperative Board 
designated the SELFA WPF and SETM Projects as approved projects pursuant to the Interlocal 
Agreement and the Implementation Agreement; and 

WHEREAS, pursuant to Cooperative Resolution 2023-05 the Cooperative Board approved 
the construction of the SEFLA WPF raw water transmission line as depicted in said resolution and 
the SETM finished water pipeline as depicted in said resolution as necessary, practical and in the 
best interest of the Cooperative and its member governments and that the acquisition of such 
property and property rights are needed for such construction is necessary for the performance 
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of its duties and for the construction, reconstruction and maintenance of said facilities for the 
use of the general public; and that the Cooperative is authorized to make such acquisition by gift, 
purchase or condemnation. 

WHEREAS, the Cooperative has been granted the power of eminent domain pursuant to 
the Interlocal Agreement and Section 163.01(7)(f), Florida Statutes for the condemnation of 
private property interest for public use, and to acquire any interest in such real property as is 
necessary for the purpose of carrying out the Interlocal Agreement; and 

WHEREAS, before exercising the power of eminent domain the Cooperative Board of 
Directors is required to adopt a resolution authorizing the acquisition of property for any purpose 
set forth in the Interlocal Agreement for the Cooperative’s purpose or use subject to limitations 
set forth in Sections 73.013 and 73.014, Florida Statutes; and 

WHEREAS, the Cooperative has bifurcated its eminent domain resolution into two 
separate resolutions; the Project Resolution, authorizing acquisition of property and property 
rights for the SELFA WPF raw water transmission line and SETM finished water pipeline projects, 
and the Parcel Resolution, authorizing the parcel acquisition and identifying the specific property 
and property rights to be acquired for the projects; and 

WHEREAS, this Resolution constitutes a Parcel Resolution for the Southeast Wellfield 
Project; and 

WHEREAS, the Cooperative has determined the need to acquire a non-exclusive 
permanent easement for construction of the Southeast Wellfield Project on certain lands located 
in Polk County, Florida, as more fully described in Exhibit “A”, the nature, terms and duration of 
the nonexclusive permanent easement as set forth in Exhibit “B”; and 

WHEREAS, the Cooperative has determined the need to acquire a non-exclusive 
temporary construction easement for construction of the Southeast Wellfield Project on certain 
lands located in Polk County, Florida, as more fully described in Exhibit “C”, the nature, term and 
duration of the nonexclusive temporary construction easement as set forth in Exhibit “D”; and 

WHEREAS, absent a relinquishment of the property pursuant to Section 73.013(4), Florida 
Statutes, land to be acquired will not be conveyed to natural persons or private entities and the 
land is not being acquired to abate or eliminate a public nuisance or to prevent or eliminate a 
slum or blight; and 

WHEREAS, the Cooperative intends in good faith to construct the Southeast Wellfield 
Project on, under or over the described property; and 

WHEREAS, the Cooperative has caused to be surveyed the line and area of construction 
by map or survey and location for the project; and 

WHEREAS, the Cooperative shall comply with Chapters 73 and 74, Florida Statutes; and 
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WHEREAS, upon compliance with Chapters 73 and 74, Florida Statutes, the Cooperative 
is hereby authorized to exercise its power of eminent domain to acquire an interest in real 
property by initiating condemnation proceedings under Chapters 73 and 74, Florida Statutes. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED: 

Section 1. The forgoing findings are incorporated herein by reference and made a part 
hereof. 

Section 2. That after consideration of the factors described in the foregoing recitals, the 
description of the property and interests described as Parcels (6001-Lot 9-PE), (6001-Lot 9-TCE), 
(6004-Lot 10-PE), (6004-Lot 10-TCE) (6011-PE), (6011-TCE), (6012-PE), (6012-TCE), (6013-PE) and 
(6013-TCE) in Exhibits “A,” “B,” “C,” and “D” attached hereto and the same is ratified and 
confirmed and found to be reasonably necessary for the Cooperative’s public purpose in 
constructing the Southeast Wellfield Project. 

Section 3. That the Cooperative, its officers, employees, contractors and attorneys are 
hereby authorized and directed to acquire by negotiation, contract or legal proceedings, 
including eminent domain proceedings pursuant to Chapters 73 and 74, Florida Statues, as may 
be necessary to acquire permanent and temporary construction easements in certain lands 
located in Polk County, Florida described in Exhibits “A,” “B,” “C” and “D.” 

Section 4. That the proper offices of the Cooperative are hereby authorized to do all things 
necessary and proper under the applicable provisions of Chapters 73, 74 and 163, Florida Statutes 
and the Interlocal Agreement and Implementation Agreements. 

Section 5. That this Resolution shall take effect immediately upon its adoption. 

Section 6. That if any phrase, portion or part of this Resolution is found to be invalid or 
unconstitutional by a court of competent jurisdiction, such phrase, portion or part shall be 
deemed a separate, distinct and independent provision and such holding shall not affect the 
validity of the remainder of the Resolution.

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The nature, terms and duration of the nonexclusive permanent easement (the 
“Easement”) which the Polk Regional Water Cooperative (“PRWC”) acquires from the 
property owners/interest holders (“Owner) of the real property shown and described on 
Exhibit “A” are: 

The Easement in, upon and through the following described land in the County of 
Polk, State of Florida to-wit: 

SEE ATTACHED EXHIBIT “A” 
(the “Easement Area”) 

1. The permanent perpetual water line Easement interests and rights acquired by
PRWC are the exclusive and perpetual right, privilege and authority to construct, 
install, maintain, operate, inspect, patrol, ingress and egress, test, repair, alter, 
substitute, relocate, resize, replace and remove the water transmission line or lines
and related fixtures and/or appurtenances thereto, and vehicular and pedestrian 
access over the easement area, for the transmission of water and such other 
improvements as are reasonably necessary in connection with the water supply 
project for the PRWC. 

2. In the event that the construction and installation of the water transmission line 
or lines and related fixtures and/or appurtenances thereto impact Grantor’s 
improvements, PRWC shall, to the extent practicable, relocate or replace with the 
same, like, or better quality and at their original locations or a near as is reasonably 
practicable, all fences, roads, driveways, sidewalks, parking areas, irrigation 
systems, well, septic tanks and septic drain fields, that PRWC damaged or cause 
to be removed, relocated or replaced from the Easement before or during initial 
construction and installation of the water transmission line or lines and related 
fixtures and/or appurtenances. Furthermore subject to PRWC’s acquired easement 
rights, PRWC will restore the surface of all disturbed areas within the Easement to 
its original contour and condition, as near as is reasonably practicable. 

3. This Grant of Easement shall not be construed as a grant of right of way and is 
limited to a PRWC Easement. The GRANTOR shall have the right to use the area 
subject to the Easement granted hereby, including without limitation for improved 
parking areas, improved driveways, and landscaping, which are not inconsistent 
with the use of the Easement by PRWC for the purposes granted hereby.

PARCEL RESOLUTION OF NECESSITY TO ACQUIRE CERTAIN SPECIFIED PARCELS 
TO IMPLEMENT 

THE SOUTHEAST LOWER FLORIDAN AQUIFER WATER PRODUCTION FACILITY AND 
SOUTHEAST TRANSMISSION LINE PROJECTS 

The Polk Regional Water Cooperative (“Cooperative”), created pursuant to Section 
373.713, Florida Statutes, and an Interlocal Agreement pursuant to Section 163.01, Florida 
Statutes, in lawful session and in regular order of business properly presented, finds that: 

WHEREAS, the Cooperative as an independent special district created pursuant to 
Chapter 189, Section 373.713, Florida Statutes and an Interlocal Agreement entered into on June 
1, 2016 pursuant to Section 163.01, Florida Statutes by Polk County and 15 municipalities within 
Polk County (the “Interlocal Agreement”) for the purpose of developing AWS projects to meet 
the future potable water needs of the citizens of Polk County; and 

WHEREAS, in April 2021, the Cooperative and 15 of its member governments entered into 
the Implementation Agreement for the Southeast Wellfield, which obligates the Cooperative to 
construct and operate the Southeast Wellfield Project to supply the participating member 
governments 15.15 million gallons a day of potable water by 2045 (the “Implementation 
Agreement”); and 

WHEREAS, the Southeast Wellfield Project consists of the Southeast Lower Floridan 
Aquifer Water Production Facility (“SELFA WPF”) and the Southeast Transmission Main (“SETM”); 
and 

WHEREAS, the Cooperative is in the process of constructing the first phase of the SELFA 
WPF, which consists of a 5 raw water wells, approximately 10 miles of raw water transmission 
line and a water treatment plant capable of producing 7.5 million gallons a day of high quality 
potable water and the SETM, which consists of approximately 61 miles of water transmission 
pipeline to deliver the finished water from the water treatment plant to the project participants 
for use in their water service areas; and 

WHEREAS, pursuant to Cooperative Resolution 2023-05 the Cooperative Board 
designated the SELFA WPF and SETM Projects as approved projects pursuant to the Interlocal 
Agreement and the Implementation Agreement; and 

WHEREAS, pursuant to Cooperative Resolution 2023-05 the Cooperative Board approved 
the construction of the SEFLA WPF raw water transmission line as depicted in said resolution and 
the SETM finished water pipeline as depicted in said resolution as necessary, practical and in the 
best interest of the Cooperative and its member governments and that the acquisition of such 
property and property rights are needed for such construction is necessary for the performance 
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of its duties and for the construction, reconstruction and maintenance of said facilities for the 
use of the general public; and that the Cooperative is authorized to make such acquisition by gift, 
purchase or condemnation. 

WHEREAS, the Cooperative has been granted the power of eminent domain pursuant to 
the Interlocal Agreement and Section 163.01(7)(f), Florida Statutes for the condemnation of 
private property interest for public use, and to acquire any interest in such real property as is 
necessary for the purpose of carrying out the Interlocal Agreement; and 

WHEREAS, before exercising the power of eminent domain the Cooperative Board of 
Directors is required to adopt a resolution authorizing the acquisition of property for any purpose 
set forth in the Interlocal Agreement for the Cooperative’s purpose or use subject to limitations 
set forth in Sections 73.013 and 73.014, Florida Statutes; and 

WHEREAS, the Cooperative has bifurcated its eminent domain resolution into two 
separate resolutions; the Project Resolution, authorizing acquisition of property and property 
rights for the SELFA WPF raw water transmission line and SETM finished water pipeline projects, 
and the Parcel Resolution, authorizing the parcel acquisition and identifying the specific property 
and property rights to be acquired for the projects; and 

WHEREAS, this Resolution constitutes a Parcel Resolution for the Southeast Wellfield 
Project; and

permanent easement for construction of the Southeast Wellfield Project on certain lands located

WHEREAS, the Cooperative has determined the need to acquire a non-exclusive 
temporary construction easement for construction of the Southeast Wellfield Project on certain 
lands located in Polk County, Florida, as more fully described in Exhibit “C”, the nature, term and 
duration of the nonexclusive temporary construction easement as set forth in Exhibit “D”; and 

WHEREAS, absent a relinquishment of the property pursuant to Section 73.013(4), Florida 
Statutes, land to be acquired will not be conveyed to natural persons or private entities and the 
land is not being acquired to abate or eliminate a public nuisance or to prevent or eliminate a 
slum or blight; and 

WHEREAS, the Cooperative intends in good faith to construct the Southeast Wellfield 
Project on, under or over the described property; and 

WHEREAS, the Cooperative has caused to be surveyed the line and area of construction 
by map or survey and location for the project; and 

WHEREAS, the Cooperative shall comply with Chapters 73 and 74, Florida Statutes; and 
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WHEREAS, upon compliance with Chapters 73 and 74, Florida Statutes, the Cooperative 
is hereby authorized to exercise its power of eminent domain to acquire an interest in real 
property by initiating condemnation proceedings under Chapters 73 and 74, Florida Statutes. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED: 

Section 1. The forgoing findings are incorporated herein by reference and made a part 
hereof. 

Section 2. That after consideration of the factors described in the foregoing recitals, the 
description of the property and interests described as Parcels (6002-PE), (6002-TCE), (6006-PE), 
(6006-TCE) and (8001-PE) in Exhibits “A,” “B,” “C,” and “D” attached hereto and the same is 
ratified and confirmed and found to be reasonably necessary for the Cooperative’s public 
purpose in constructing the Southeast Wellfield Project. 

Section 3. That the Cooperative, its officers, employees, contractors and attorneys are 
hereby authorized and directed to acquire by negotiation, contract or legal proceedings, 
including eminent domain proceedings pursuant to Chapters 73 and 74, Florida Statues, as may 
be necessary to acquire permanent and temporary construction easements in certain lands 
located in Polk County, Florida described in Exhibits “A,” “B,” “C” and “D.” 

Section 4. That the proper offices of the Cooperative are hereby authorized to do all things 
necessary and proper under the applicable provisions of Chapters 73, 74 and 163, Florida Statutes 
and the Interlocal Agreement and Implementation Agreements. 

Section 5. That this Resolution shall take effect immediately upon its adoption. 

Section 6. That if any phrase, portion or part of this Resolution is found to be invalid or 
unconstitutional by a court of competent jurisdiction, such phrase, portion or part shall be 
deemed a separate, distinct and independent provision and such holding shall not affect the 
validity of the remainder of the Resolution.

The GRANTOR shall have the right to use the area 
subject to the Easement granted hereby, including without limitation for improved 
parking areas, improved driveways, and landscaping, which are not inconsistent 
with the use of the Easement by PRWC for the purposes granted hereby. 
Inconsistent improvements to the use of the Easement by the GRANTOR for the 
purposes granted hereby, including mounded landscaping, building foundations 
and overhangs, foundations for pole mounted commercial signage, and other 
permanent structures and related foundations shall be strictly prohibited. With the 
specific written approval of PRWC, the limited use of trees, walls, and mounded 
landscaping may be utilized within the Easement by GRANTOR. 

4. GRANTOR shall not have the right to grant other easements to other parties 
without the prior written consent of the PRWC. In the event that PRWC performs 
emergency related repairs, unscheduled infrastructure adjustment activities, or 
scheduled community improvement projects within said Easement, PRWC shall be 
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responsible for restoring the disturbed portions of all existing approved and 
permitted improvements in as good or better condition that existed prior to the 
disturbance activity by PRWC.

and vehicular and pedestrian access over the easement area, for the transmission 
of water and such other improvements as are reasonably necessary in connection 
with the water supply project for the PRWC.

Approve Agreement with Greater Tampa Bay Area Council, Inc. Boy Scouts of America for the 
Purchase of Skink Mitigation Credits for the Southeast Wellfield Project - Action Item 

DESCRIPTION 

Sand skinks are federally designated endangered or threatened species that exist in dry habitats, like 
those along Central Florida’s sand ridges. The Florida sand skink is found in only seven Central 
Florida counties, including Polk County. 

Under the National Environmental Policy Act (“NEPA”), the EPA is required to assess the 
environmental effects of projects receiving federal funds. Therefore, in order to obtain the WIFIA 
loan, the PRWC had to conduct an environmental assessment of the Southeast and West Polk 
project under NEPA. 

TeamOne has worked with US Fish and Wildlife Service (“USFWS”) to assess the environmental 
impacts of the two projects on endangered and threatened species. The USFWS has allowed a 
phased approach to mitigating the impacts of the project to the habitat of the Florida sand sink, since 
the transmission pipeline and other elements are not finalized. 

While the pipeline process is still ongoing, a final determination of sand skink impacts was completed 
for the Southeast Water Production Facility. As a condition of the WIFIA loan, mitigation of impacts 
from the SE WPF on Florida sand skink habitat must be initiated within 30 days of loan closing. 
USFWS has determined that an incidental take of 13.87 acres of skink-occupied habitat is 
anticipated, and that this level of take is not likely to result in jeopardy to skinks. Mitigation will be 
accomplished through the purchase of 27.74 acres of skink mitigation credits from a USFWS-
authorized mitigation bank at the time the final permit is issued by USFWS. 

PRWC staff have worked with an agent for the Greater Tampa Bay Area Council, Inc. Boy Scouts of 
America to identify and purchase 27.74 acres of skink credits. The negotiated price is $20,000 per 
credit, for a grand total cost of $554,800 with a 20% deposit of $110,960.00. 

Because additional credits are anticipated to be required for the transmission main, the agreement 
also provides PRWC the first right of refusal to purchase an additional 50 credits at a cost of $20,000 
per credit for a year following the execution of the agreement.
